IV — Introduction

Conforme disposto na Resolucdo n? 4.557 de 23 de
fevereiro 2017, descrevemos o papel de cada Orgdo da
Governanga responsavel por monitorar, controlar e
mitigar os riscos social, ambiental e climdtico, para o
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel e que tem como objetivo
favorecer o cumprimento das diretrizes e dos objetivos da
Politica de Risco Socioambiental e Climatico, além de
fortalecer a agenda de sustentabilidade no CCB Brasil.

O CCB Brasil entende estes riscos, como o risco de perdas
decorrentes de danos socioambientais e climatico
causados pela instituicdo no desenvolvimento de suas
atividades.

A Divisdo de ESG no CCB Brasil avalia as questdes
socioambientais com intuito de mitigar riscos relacionados
com potencial para elevacdo dos riscos de crédito, legal e
reputacional, como segue:

e Risco de Crédito: impactos decorrentes de
eventuais paralizagGes de atividades, reducdo de
faturamento e perda da capacidade de pagamento
do cliente.
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As provided in Resolution No. 4,557 of February 23, 2017,
we describe the role of each Governance Body responsible
for monitoring, controlling and mitigating social,
environmental and climate risks, for Sustainable
Development and which aims to comply with the
guidelines and objectives of the Social, Environmental and
Climate Risk Policy, in addition to strengthening the
sustainability agenda at CCB Brasil.

CCB Brasil understands these risks as the risk of losses
arising from socio-environmental and climate damage
caused by the institution in the development of its
activities.

The ESG Division at CCB Brasil assesses socio-
environmental issues in order to mitigate risks related to
the potential to increase credit, legal and reputational
risks, as follows:
e Credit Risk: impacts arising from possible
stoppages of activities, reduction in revenues and
loss of the customer's ability to pay.
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e Risco Legal: envolvimento do Banco como
corresponsavel em processos movidos contra o
cliente.

e Risco Reputacional: envolvimento do Banco em
apontamentos socioambientais relevantes com
impacto na sua capacidade de captacado, retencdo
de negdcios & clientes e nos custos de funding.

Na gestdo do Risco Socioambiental e Climatico é efetuada
a primeira linha de defesa em suas operacgées diarias, e
caminha pari passu com os procedimentos de analise e
concessdo de crédito, com apoio da area juridica que
dispGe de equipe técnica qualificada para isso.

O CCB Brasil dispde ainda de uma “Lista de Restri¢dio e
ExclusGo Socioambiental” que a priori impde (i) restricdes
para setores com o0s quais as exigéncias sdo bastante
restritivas e (ii) exclusdes, de setores que ndo atendam
requerimentos legais ou ndo estejam alinhados com as
politicas de risco e negécios do Banco.

O CCB Brasil alinha-se aos conceitos e procedimentos
adotados pelos principais Bancos brasileiros e os
recomendados pelo Banco Central do Brasil, para
monitorar e avaliar seus riscos socioambientais e
climdticos. Para atender demandas da Resolugdo n2
4.943/21, quanto a gestdo de base de dados de perdas
referentes aos riscos social, ambiental e climatico, foram
abertas as contas contdbeis para cada um destes riscos,
onde as mesmas sdo gereciadas mensalmente e a
apuragdo das informagdes, apresentado trimestralmente
no Comité de Riscos.

O CCB Brasil estd constantemente evoluindo em seus
processos de gerenciamento de ESG, integrando a medida
do possivel com as areas envolvidas com o cliente tanto
tomador de crédito como fornecedor de servicos ou
recursos. A preocupagdo com os aspectos de
sustentabilidade estd presente em todas as decisdes e
negdcios realizados, que sdao amparados pelo respeito as
regras e a legislacdo, pela busca do relacionamento de
longo prazo com os clientes e por uma gestdo criteriosa de
riscos.

No ambito do risco de crédito, a instituicdo devera dispor
de mecanismos para a considera¢do de aspectos relativos
aos riscos social, ambiental e climatico na concessdo, na
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e legal Risk: the Bank's involvement as co-
responsible in lawsuits filed against the customer.

e Reputational Risk: the Bank's involvement in
relevant socio-environmental issues with impact
on its ability to gather, business & customer
retention and funding costs.

The first line of defense in daily operations is the
management of Socio-Environmental and Climate Risk,
and goes hand in hand with the procedures for analyzing
and granting credit, with the support of the legal area,
which has a qualified technical team for this purpose.
CCB Brasil also has a “Social and Environmental
Restriction and Exclusion List” that a priori imposes (i)
restrictions for sectors with which the requirements are
quite restrictive and (ii) exclusions, of sectors that do not
meet legal requirements or are not aligned with the
Bank's risk and business policies.

CCB Brasil is in line with the concepts and procedures
adopted by the main Brazilian banks and those
recommended by the Central Bank of Brazil, to monitor
and assess their socio-environmental and climate risks. In
order to meet the demands of Resolution No. 4,943/21,
regarding the management of the loss database related
to social, environmental and climate risks, opening
accounts for recording these risks, where they are
managed monthly, and the verification of information,

presented quarterly to the Risk Committee.

CCB Brasil is constantly evolving in its ESG management
processes, integrating as much as possible with the areas
involved with the client, both the borrower and the
provider of services or resources. The concern with
sustainability aspects is present in all decisions and
businesses carried out, which are supported by respect for

rules and legislation, the pursuit of long-term
relationships  with  customers and careful risk
management.

Within the scope of credit risk, the institution must have
mechanisms to consider aspects related to social,

environmental and climate risks in the granting,
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classificacdo e no monitoramento das operagdes,
avaliando possiveis impactos na qualidade crediticia da
contraparte diante de ocorréncia de eventos de risco
social, de risco ambiental ou de risco climatico, bem como
estabelecer critérios para a avaliagao periddica do grau de
suficiéncia de garantias, colaterais e outros mitigadores de
risco.

Nesse aspecto o CCB Brasil tem se mostrado na vanguarda
do mercado em seu segmento, pois conta desde ha muito
tempo em sua estrutura de gerenciamento de riscos com
equipe especializada e dedicada exclusivamente aos
temas de risco socioambiental e climatico.

CCB Brasil - Exposicao a Risco Socioambiental

O CCB Brasil avalia seus clientes através da classificagdo do
rating socioambiental e sua carteira é classificada em trés
niveis de risco socioambiental, sendo:

> Rating C — o mais baixo risco - Predominam nesta
faixa, clientes cujas atividades apresentam menor
risco socioambiental, tais como os setores de
servigos técnicos, administrativos e consultorias
financeiras, instituicdes de ensino, holdings,
comércio atacadista/varejista, e outros de
administragdo socioambiental responsavel ou de
atividades que oferecam baixo risco ambiental.

> Rating B — médio risco - Predominam nesta faixa
de clientes as atividades que atuam em ramos
com potencial de risco ambiental um pouco maior,
mas com  administragdo  socioambiental
responsavel e com boa capacidade e cuidado para
mitigacdo dos eventuais riscos. Neste grupo se
incluem os setores e subsetores da industria
alimenticia, de produtos agricolas, servigos de
engenharia, etc.

> Rating A - alto risco - Predominam nesta faixa de
clientes as atividades que atuam em ramos com
maior potencial de risco ambiental, cuja analise
exige maior cuidado. Neste grupo se incluem por
exemplo os setores e subsetores da industria de
defensivos agricolas e adubos, curtumes, de
infraestrutura como os de construcdo de estradas
e usinas, de transportes de carga, os setores
ligados a producdo e distribuicdo de energia, etc.
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classification and monitoring of operations, assessing
possible impacts on the credit quality of the counterparty
in the event of social, environmental or climate risks, as
well as establishing criteria for the periodic assessment of
the degree sufficiency of guarantees, collateral and other
risk mitigators.

In this respect, CCB Brasil has been at the forefront of the
market in its segment, as its risk management structure
has had a specialized team dedicated exclusively to socio-
environmental and climate risk issues for a long time.

CCB Brasil - Exposure to Social and Environmental Risk

CCB Brasil assesses its clients through the socio-
environmental rating and its portfolio is classified into
three levels of socio-environmental risk, namely:

» Rating C — the lowest risk - In this range,
customers whose activities present a lower socio-
environmental risk predominate, such as the
sectors of technical, administrative and financial
consulting services, educational institutions,
holding companies, wholesale/retail trade, and

others in socio-environmental administration
responsible or activities that offer low
environmental risk.

> Rating B — medium risk - In this range of
customers, activities that operate in areas with
slightly higher potential environmental risk, but
with responsible socio-environmental
management and with good capacity and care to
mitigate possible risks, predominate. This group
includes sectors and subsectors of the food
industry, agricultural products, engineering
services, etc.

» Rating A - high risk - In this range of customers,
activities that operate in areas with greater
potential for environmental risk, whose analysis
requires greater care, predominate. This group
includes, for example, the sectors and subsectors
of the agricultural pesticides and fertilizers
industry, tanneries, infrastructure such as
construction of roads and plants, cargo transport,
sectors linked to the production and distribution
of energy, etc.
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Além disso, parte dos clientes em rating A sdo
potencialmente rating B ou rating C, pois muitas vezes
estdo em finalizagdo do processo de regularizacdo de
licenga, outorgas, débitos ambientais, e constam em nossa
base de monitoramento.

Para os clientes de maior risco (rating A) o Banco é
diligente no sentido de requerer documentagdo que
resguarde seus interesses e previna eventuais
apontamentos de non-compliance com normas de auto
regulacdo e da legislacdo das diversas esferas regulatdrias
sobre o assunto: governo federal, estadual, municipal,
autarquias e agéncias de regulacdo sécio ambiental,
incluindo o Banco Central do Brasil.

Por fim, o CCB Brasil opera com clientes cujos riscos sdao
previamente conhecidos e para o0s quais ndo se
negligenciam os cuidados e documentagdes necessarias
gue assegurem mitigacdo de riscos socioambientais de
todos os clientes, tanto tomadores de credito quanto
fornecedores de servigos.

For higher risk customers (rating A) the Bank is diligent in
requiring documentation that safeqguards its interests and
prevents possible notes of non-compliance with self-
regulation rules and the legislation of the various
regulatory spheres on the subject: federal government,
state, municipal, autarchies and socio-environmental

regulation agencies, including the Central Bank of Brazil.

Finally, CCB Brasil operates with clients whose risks are
previously known and for whom care and necessary
documentation are not neglected to ensure the mitigation
of socio-environmental risks for all clients, both borrowers
and service providers.

remuneracgdo; deve manter uma estreita comunicagao
com a estrutura organizacional interna e com as
autoridades reguladoras. Avalia ainda as atividades e os
resultados da Diretoria e as operacgdes das unidades de
negodcio com fim de se assegurar do envolvimento da
estrutura e sua eficacia no cumprimento destas diretrizes.
Deve ainda apurar irregularidades advindas do perfil de
risco da Instituicdo ou de superagao dos limites de risco.

O apetite ao Risco Social, Ambiental e Climatico é
bastante baixo. A Instituicdo deve realizar a avaliacao
criteriosa de clientes e estabelecer ratings. Para os
clientes de alto risco, os negdcios somente poderdo ser
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> Establish and disseminate procedures for receiving
and processing information about non-compliance
with legal and regulatory provisions, in addition to
internal regulations and codes, including provisions
for specific procedures to protect the provider and the
confidentiality of information;

» Recommend to the institution's management the
correction or improvement of policies, practices and
procedures identified within the scope of its
attributions;

> Meet, at least quarterly, with the institution's board
of directors, with the independent audit and with the
internal audit to verify compliance with its
recommendations or inquiries, including with regard
to the planning of the respective audit work,
formalizing, in minutes, the contents of such
meetings;

» Meet with the board of directors to discuss policies,
practices and procedures identified within their
respective competencies.

The Board of Directors is responsible for establishing the
governance structure of RAS and its monitoring; ensure
that there is a coherent alignment of the CCB Brasil
Conglomerate's risk propensity with the strategic
objectives and the remuneration policy;, must maintain
close communication with the internal organizational
structure and regulatory authorities. It also evaluates the
activities and results of the Board of Directors and the
operations of the business units in order to ensure the
involvement of the structure and its effectiveness in
complying with these guidelines. It must also investigate
irregularities arising from the Institution's risk profile or
from exceeding risk limits.

The appetite for Social, Environmental and Climate Risk is
quite low. The Institution must carry out a careful
assessment of customers and establish ratings. For high-

O CCB Brasil deve conduzir suas operagdes em linha com
0 que prescrevem as politicas de gerenciamento de risco
sécio ambiental e climdtico da Instituicdo, notadamente
a POG.10.000 - Politica de Responsabilidade
Socioambiental e Climatica e normas de procedimento
complementares, e no &ambito do gerenciamento
integrado de riscos, observar elementos de interacdes
entre os riscos social, ambiental e climatico com os
demais riscos incorridos pela instituicdo, tais como risco
de crédito, risco operacional, risco de mercado, risco de
variagdo das taxas de juros para os instrumentos
classificados na carteira bancéaria (IRRBB) e risco de
liguidez. Deve, portanto, observar o que estabelecem as
Resolugdes n? 4.943/2021 e n? 4.557/2017 do CMN -
Conselho Monetario Nacional.

O CCB Brasil dispde de politica especifica para o
gerenciamento dos riscos de liquidez, mercado e capital.

A Divisdo de Risco de Liquidez, Mercado e Capital tem por
objetivo geral estabelecer diretrizes, definir conceitos,
elaborar modelos matematicos e/ou estatisticos para
desenvolvimento, implantacdo e constante avaliacdo
destes riscos.

O Gerenciamento de Risco Liquidez, Mercado e Capital é
um dos elementos que compdem a Estrutura de
Gerenciamento de Riscos definido na Resolugdo
n2 4.557/2017 do Banco Central do Brasil (BACEN).

E tema de abrangente interesse a toda Diretoria e
Conselho de Administracdo do Conglomerado CCB Brasil,
e tem por finalidade garantir o gerenciamento, o
monitoramento dos limites e procedimentos destinados
a manter a exposic¢ao de tais riscos em conformidade com
os niveis fixados na RAS da Institui¢do.
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risk clients, business can only be carried out by those who
present detailed documentation and proven good
reputation. The Institution must refrain from financing
projects that present social, environmental and climate
risk.

CCB Brasil must conduct its operations in line with the
Institution's  socio-environmental and climate risk
management policies, notably P0OG.10.000 - Socio-
environmental and Climate Responsibility Policy and
complementary rules of procedure, and within the scope
of integrated management of risks, observe elements of
interactions between social, environmental and climate
risks with other risks incurred by the institution, such as
credit risk, operational risk, market risk, risk of variation
in interest rates for instruments classified in the banking
portfolio (IRRBB) and liquidity risk. It must, therefore,
observe what is established in Resolutions n2 4.943/2021
and n? 4.557/2017 of the CMN — National Monetary
Council.

CCB Brasil has a specific policy for managing liquidity,
market and capital risks.

The Liquidity, Market and Capital Risk Division has the
general objective of establishing guidelines, defining
concepts, preparing mathematical and/or statistical
models for the development, implementation and
constant evaluation of these risks.

Liquidity, Market and Capital Risk Management is one of
the elements that make up the Risk Management
Structure defined in Resolution No. 4557/2017 of the
Central Bank of Brazil (BACEN).

It is a topic of broad interest to the entire Executive Board
and Board of Directors of the CCB Brasil Conglomerate,
and its purpose is to ensure the management, monitoring
of limits and procedures aimed at maintaining the
exposure of such risks in accordance with the levels set in
the Institution's RAS.
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O CCB Brasil trabalha com limites de caixa minimo e
possui Plano de Contingéncia.

Em cenario de stress, se a probabilidade de a Instituicao
ficar iliquida (caixa menor que zero) for maior que 1%, em
um horizonte de tempo de 22 dias Uteis, o Departamento
de Gestdo de Ativos e Passivos serd alertado.

A fim de evitar que se atinja algum limite de liquidez, a
Divisdo de Riscos Mercado, Capital e Liquidez
disponibiliza, didria, semanal e mensalmente, relatério de
liguidez informando os principais indicadores, tanto de
curto quanto de longo prazo ao CRO.

O CCB Brasil possui politica de remuneragao elegivel a
todo o conglomerado, ndo havendo remuneracdo
diferenciada ao Departamento de Gestdo de Riscos.

O Conselho de Administracdo recebe semestralmente
relatério contendo todas as atividades e analises
realizadas pela Divisdo de Risco Socioambiental, no
periodo, incluindo os objetivos estabelecidos por este
Orgao. Desta forma é possivel monitorar e gerir se as
estratégias definidas estdo efetivas e atendem aos
normativos relativos aos aspectos sociais, ambientais e
climaticos.

VI - Conclusao
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CCB Brasil works with minimum cash limits and has a
Contingency Plan.

In a stress scenario, if the probability of the Institution
becoming illiquid (cash less than zero) is greater than 1%,
within a time horizon of 22 business days, the Assets and
Liabilities Management Department will be alerted.

In order to avoid reaching a liquidity limit, the Market,
Capital and Liquidity Risk Division provides a daily, weekly
and monthly liquidity report informing the main
indicators, both short and long term, to the CRO.

CCB Brasil has a remuneration policy that is eligible for the
entire conglomerate, with no differentiated remuneration
for the Risk Management Department.

The Board of Directors receives a semi-annual report
containing all the activities and analyzes carried out by
the Social and Environmental Risk Division during the
period, including the objectives established by this body.
In this way, it is possible to monitor and manage whether
the defined strategies are effective and comply with
regulations relating to social, environmental and climate
aspects.

V — Conclusion

As areas envolvidas no gerenciamento do risco social,
ambiental e climatico do CCB Brasil, tém buscado
constante aprimoramento para alinhamento com as
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The areas involved in the management of social,
environmental and climate risk at CCB Brasil have
constantly sought improvement in order to align with the
best practices in the financial market.
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melhores praticas do mercado financeiro.

Incluem-se ai (além da Alta Administracdo do Banco) as
acbes de auditorias (interna e externa), comités
especificos encarregados da validacdo independente de
tais processos e modelos bem como os oérgdos
reguladores, principalmente o Banco Central do Brasil.
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This includes (in addition to the Board Of Directors) audit
actions (internal and external), specific committees in
charge of the independent validation of such processes
and models, as well as regulatory bodies, mainly the
Central Bank of Brazil.
